Project /SED aims to:

Prepare high-quality scholars to serve as either Board Certified
Behavior Analysts (BCBAs) or School Social Workers (SWs) who:

e Collaboratively design and deliver evidence-based instruction
and intensive individualized interventions and supports (PBIS)
in natural environments, classrooms, and schools for school
aged children with severe emotional and behavioral disorders.

e Employ evidence-based practices and evaluation, foster
family engagement and access to mental health counseling,
and serve as home-school liaison.

Over the 5 years of funding (2020-2025), Project /SED will
prepare 17 scholars from the ABA Master’s Program and 17
scholars from the School Social Work Program within the College
of Behavioral and Community Sciences. To identify high-quality
applicants for admission, the project will select candidates
whose interests match the project’s goals. Interest in becoming
a school-based behavior analyst or school social worker and
willingness to provide related services as a collaborative team
member for children with disabilities in educational systems will
be emphasized in the selection process.
